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2. ACADEMIC INFORMATION 

2.1 Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies Degree Programme  

1. With the sole intention of providing a comprehensive knowledge in the scope 

of Buddhist Studies, the Faculty of Buddhist Studies of the institute conducts 

Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies (General/ Honours) Degree Programmes.  

2. The Degree consists of units representing various scopes and new trends 

related to Buddhist studies including its major disciplines- Buddhist 

Philosophy, Buddhist Culture and Pali.  

3. The general degree consists of three (03) academic years while the honours 

degree consists of four (04) academic years.  

4. The freshmen (the first-year students) have to do all the main course units 

relevant the semesters and the prescribed Compulsory Subjects.  

5. The sophomores (second year students) may apply for the honours degree 

programme following their success in the first-year exam, or else to follow a 

general degree. 

6. The students of 2nd and 3rd years have three main course units in common (for 

both the general and the honours degree) for each semester, while there are 

two main course units to be done for completing their general or honours 

degree separately as prescribed by the Institute.  

7. The fourth-year students have to complete four main course units during the 

first semester and two main course 

units during the second semester. 

Meanwhile, they have to complete 

their independent study throughout 

the year while having the internship 

during the second semester 

.   
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2.2 Entry Requirements and Registration  

Those who have completed the following requirements can apply for the degree 

programme. The selected candidates by the academic board of the institute are 

registered for following the Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies degree 

programme. 

I. Having a minimum of three (before 2000, four) 

Simple Passes (S) at the G.C.E. (A/L) 

examination in any stream with General Common 

Test (30). 

Or 

II. Having a pass for Prācīna Madhyama 

Examination Conducted by OSS. 

Or 

III. Academic qualifications equal to Sri Lankan 

G.C.E. A/L accepted by the Ministry of Higher 

Education, Sri Lanka. 

 

2.3 Medium of Study 

1. The medium of the Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies degree programme 

is   in both English and Sinhala. 

 

2.4 Course Unit System 

1. The Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies degree programme is based on the 

Course Unit System.  

 

Course Units 

 Main Course Units (MCUs) – Must be completed by all the students, and 

considered in GPA calculations.   

 Compulsory Course Units (CCUs) - Must be completed by all the students, 

and not considered in GPA calculations.   
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 Optional Course Units (OCUs) - Can be followed by the student on his / 

her own choice and considered in GPA calculations.   

 

2. The course units depict the subject, semester, 

serial number and the credit value as follows.

3. An academic year is divided into two semesters. Each semester consists of 

fifteen (I5) weeks of teaching, two weeks of study leave and an end-semester 

examination. 
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2.5 Evaluation methods of Course Units  

1. Evaluation of each course unit (except compulsory course units) consists of 

two parts – continuous assessment and end-semester examination.  

2. An undergraduate must have completed both the continuous assessment and 

the end-semester examination to be evaluated and offered a grade. 

2.5.1 Continuous Assessment 

1. Continuous assessment requires undergraduates to be evaluated at least once 

during a semester before the end-semester examination.  

2. All the continuous assessments consist of one or more of the methods such as 

oral or written tests, assignments or presentations.  

3. Undergraduates are responsible for ensuring that all the assignments are duly 

completed and submitted to the faculty on due date. 

4. The continuous assessment component carries 20% of the final mark of the all 

course units. 

 

2.5.2 End-Semester Examination 

1. Each course unit has an examination at the end of the semester which will be 

held during the scheduled period.  

2. A three-hour question paper is set for main course units consisting eight 

questions. The student has to select five questions. Each answer carries sixteen 

(16) marks. (16x5 = 80) 

3. A two-hour question paper is set for optional course units consisting eight 

questions. The student has to select four questions. Each answer carries twenty 

(20) marks. (20x4 = 80) 

4. A two-hour question paper is set for the compulsory course units which carries 

the total of 100 marks. 
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2.6 The Grading System and Grade Point Average (GPA) 
 

1. The FBS uses the following system of grades and symbols to evaluate 

undergraduates’ academic work. The Grade Point Average (GPA) is the 

credit-weighted average of the grade points of value of all the course units 

taken towards the degree program.

2.7 Award of Class 

1st Class Honours  

For the award of the degree with the first class a student must: 

a) Obtain grade C or higher for all the course units at the first time he or she 

appeared to the examination. (No second attempt is counted) 

b) Obtain grade A or higher for 70% of the relevant course units considered for 

General Point Average (GPA) & minimum General Point Average (GPA) 

must be 3.70.  

c) All the Above requirements should be completed within the due time. (Only 

one additional academic year will be offered on medical grounds) 

2nd Class (Upper) Division  

For the award of the degree with the second class (upper) division a student must: 

a) Obtain grade C or higher for all the course units at the first time he or she 

appeared to the examination (No second attempt is counted) 
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b) Obtain grade B or higher for 70% of the relevant course units considered for 

General Point Average (GPA) & minimum General Point Average (GPA) 

must be 3.30.  

c) All the Above requirements should be completed within the due time. (Only 

one additional academic year will be offered on medical grounds) 

2nd Class (Lower) Division  

For the award of the degree with the second class (lower) division a student must: 

a) Obtain grade C or higher for all the course unites at the first time he or she 

appeared to the examination. (No second attempt is counted)  

b) Obtain grade B or higher for 60% of the relevant course units considered for 

General Point Average (GPA) & minimum General Point Average (GPA) 

must be 3.00.  

c) All the Above requirements should be completed within the due time (Only 

one additional academic year will be offered on medical grounds) 

 

2.8 Evaluation Regulations  

All undergraduates of the FBS are required to maintain a minimum of 80% 

attendance, a satisfactory academic record and meet the requirements of the course 

units they have registered for.  

2.8.1 Passing or Failing the Degree Course  

1. An undergraduate is considered to have passed a course unit if she/he receives 

a grade C or higher. (GPA value 2.0 or above) 

2. An undergraduate is considered to have failed a course unit if she/he receives 

C-, D+, D, E or ABS.  

3. An undergraduate is considered to have passed the degree course only if she/he 

has received at least a grade C for each and every main course unit so that she 

/ he completes 90 / 120 credits.  
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2.8.2 Absence from End-semester Examination 

1. The reasons for the absence from 

the end-semester examination of a 

course after completing the 

continuous component will be 

depicted appropriately with the 

following symbols: 

 Absent due to medical reasons 

approved by the Senate: MED 

 Absent with valid reasons and 

deferred, which has been approved 

by the Senate: DFR 

 Absent without a valid reason: ABS 

(This is equivalent to failing a 

course) 

 

2.8.3 Valid Reasons for the Absence from an Examination 

1. Severe illness, demise of an immediate family member or any other reason 

approved by the Senate are considered as valid reasons for undergraduates to 

be absent from the examination. 

2. Any undergraduate who has failed to appear for an examination due to serious 

ill-health should submit a medical certificate approved by a medical officer of 

a government hospital to the faculty office, within fourteen (14) days with 

effect from the date of examination.  

3. In case where such a medical certificate has been issued by an Ayurvedic 

medical practitioner, it has to be authenticated by the Government Ayurvedic 

Hospital. This medical certificate needs to be approved by the senate. 
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4. In the event the medical report is accepted, the undergraduate shall receive a 

symbol of MED. This qualifies the undergraduate to take the examination 

again on "first attempt" basis. However, the undergraduate should complete 

all the requirements of the course when she/he takes the examination again, 

including the continuous assessment component. 

5. In the event of a death of an immediate family member, a certified copy of the 

"death certificate" and proof of relationship should be presented to the faculty 

office. 

2.8.4 Repeating a Course Unit 

1. An undergraduate who receives a grade out of C-, D+, D, E should repeat that 

course unit by registering for the same course unit in the very next occasion it 

is offered.  

2.  The maximum grade that an undergraduate who repeats an examination can 

obtain is C, irrespective of the actual marks that may be obtained.  

 

2.8.5 Repeating Continuous Assessment Component 

1. An undergraduate who is absent from components of continuous evaluation 

with an acceptable reason may be given another opportunity to complete the 

component within the semester under the direct supervision of the relevant 

lecturer. 

 

2.8.6 Repeating End-Semester Examination 

1. End-semester examinations shall not be repeated within the same semester for 

any reason whatsoever, unless otherwise directed by the Senate.  

2. If an undergraduate fails an examination or fails to sit for an examination due 

to any valid reason(s) she/he will be required to sit for the examination in an 

occasion that the same course unit is offered. 
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3. The undergraduate should re-register for the course unit and complete both 

components (continuous assessment and end-semester examination) of the 

examination.  

4. An undergraduate who is absent from an end-semester examination due to a 

valid reason as defined above, shall be treated as a fresh candidate for the 

examination. No restrictions on marks or grades shall be imposed on such 

occasions (Eg: MED) 

2.8.7 Re-corrections of the Answer Scripts 

1. Those who wish to apply for re-corrections, should apply to the examination 

department within fourteen (14) days with effect from the date of issuing 

results. (No applications are accepted after the due period, under any 

circumstance) 

 

2.9 Effective Date of the Degree 

1. The effective date of the degree shall be the day after the final day of the 

examination period of the third year second semester in case of the BA 

general degree programme.  

2. In case of the Honours Degree, the effective date of the degree shall be 30 

days after the final examination is over. 

 

2.10  Time Period to Complete the Degree Programmes 

1. The stipulated time period to complete the BA (Hons.), shall be four (04) 

academic years, and the BA General Degree programme shall be of three (03) 

academic years from the date of registration at Nāgānanda International 

Institute for Buddhist Studies. 

2. The maximum time period of studentship for BA (Hons.) degree programme 

shall be six (06) academic years and for BA General Degree programme shall 

be five (05) academic years. 
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2.11 Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies (Honours) Degree 

N.B: All the information and regulations indicated above (2.1 to 2.10) are relevant to 

Bachelor of Arts in Buddhist Studies (Honours) degree programme. 

 

2.11.1 Requirements for Registration 

1. Applications for BA (Hons.) degree shall 

be called after releasing the 1st year 2nd 

semester examination results from 

eligible students.  

2. A student who obtains B or higher grades 

for 70% of main course units at the first-

year examinations and at least C grades 

for all other main course units (MCU) 

offered at the first-year examinations 

considered to be eligible to apply for the 

honours degree. 

 

2.11.2 Independent Study 

1. Completion of the Independent Study is a major requirement to obtain the 

honours degree from the Faculty of Buddhist Studies.  

2. The faculty will specify and provide common guidelines for dissertation 

writing and evaluation. 

 

2.11.3 Internship  

1. All honours degree students may offer Internship Project as specified in the 

programme structure of the degree programme.  

2. The faculty will specify learning and evaluation guidelines for this course unit.
